New Brunswick is transitioning to an extended producer responsibility (EPR)
model for packaging and paper products. This system shifts the financial and
operational responsibility for recycling from Regional Service Commissions,
entities, and First Nations to the producers who supply the products.

An enhanced recycling system is
coming to apartments and condos in
New Brunswick.

Multi-family dwellings can register for
free recycling collection services with
Circular Materials.

Phase 1 - May 1, 2025
Regions of Northwest,
Restigouche, Fundy,
Southwest, Capital, and
Western Valley.
Registration deadline:
January 31, 2025.

Phase 2 - November 1, 2025

Regions of Chaleur, Acadian
Peninsula, Miramichi, Kent,
Southeast, Kings, and those
who missed phase 1 deadline.
Registration deadline: 

      May 30, 2025.
